Aubrey PAC Updates

Important Safety Reminder

Dear Parents,

Last month, an Aubrey family faced a harrowing event - they were awoken before dawn by their
carbon monoxide detector sounding an urgent alarm.

They called the fire department and were told "get out of the house immediately!" When the fire
fighters arrived, it was found that it was not a false alarm, and that a malfunctioning gas-burning
hot water tank had created CO gas in the home. All family members were taken to the hospital by
ambulance, but were thankfully found to be unharmed.

CO gas is odor-less and colourless, and it is deadly. The ONLY way to detect it is with a carbon
monoxide detector and alarm. If your home has an old-fashioned fire alarm, it likely does not
have this function of being able to also detect carbon monoxide. This family wishes to strongly
urge you to buy and install a dual function smoke and carbon monoxide detector (or several) for
your home. Theirs saved their lives.

If you have any appliances that run on gas - furnace, boiler, stove, fireplace, bbq, etc - these could
one day malfunction and cause such a result - in addition to having a CO detector installed in your
home, please have your gas appliances serviced regularly. Thank you and stay safe!
